For the first time, Baltimore hosted the annual convention of Thimble
Collectors International, a world-wide organization. 300 of their members
met at the Towson Sheraton Hotel from August 2nd through the 6th.

John N. Neumann, a Redemptorist
priest who served in Maryland
between 1841 and 1852,was feted at
a Mass and Banquet in Philadelphia
on June 18th.

Father Neumann was pastor of St.
Augustine’s in Elkridge and at St.
John's German Church, St. James
Church (Aisquith St.) and St.
Alphonsus Church (Park Avenue). He
was provincial of the Redemptorist
Order in America, with its
headquarters then being in Balfimore.
While pastor of St. Alphonsus, he
wrote the German catechism used by
children in all German catholic
churches of America. When the
bishopric of Philadelphia became
vacant in 1852, the German Catholic
community of that city pressed for the
appointment of a German. Fr.
Neumann was selected, and was
consecrated bishop of Philadelphia in
a ceremony at St. Alphonsus Church
in downtown Baltimore, attended by
clergy from all over America.

Because of his good works,
leadership and holy life, Bishop
Neumann was dearly loved by
Germans and non-Germans
alike, both in Maryland and
Pennsylvania. Pope Paul VI
